Scholarship for Service
The students at Elizabeth Seton High School are fortunate to have opportunities to apply for scholarships in music, athletics, and academics and for financial need. The Saint Elizabeth Seton Scholarship for Service is funded and awarded annually by the Seton Parent Organization to recognize students, who in the spirit of the kindness and selflessness of Saint Elizabeth Seton have performed exceptional community service. This Scholarship is awarded annually to one or more students who have demonstrated Saint Elizabeth Seton’s worthy attributes through their volunteer service above and beyond current ESHS service requirements. For purposes of this Scholarship, service must consist of actions done without any monetary or in-kind compensation. Volunteer service may be for the Seton High School community, including the Seton Parent Organization; nonprofit, religious, or charitable organizations; for-profit organizations whose mission it is to help those in need or improve society; or an individual/family in the community, but outside of the applicant’s immediate family. 

Any currently enrolled Elizabeth Seton High School student, with a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 or better and no current disciplinary action, may apply. Student financial need is not a criterion for awarding this Scholarship. This year’s Scholarship award will be $1,000, which may be applied directly to the recipient’s ESHS tuition and fees for either the current or the upcoming school year. A winning senior will be given a cash award.
To be considered for this Scholarship, a student must complete and submit by April 23, 2010:
1. A completed application form, including specific and verifiable volunteer services performed.

2. A personal essay addressing the areas set forth by the Selection Committee and submitted according to specified criteria (length, method of submission, etc.). 
3. Two signed and dated letters of recommendation from volunteer service supervisors or individuals who have personal knowledge of, or familiarity with, the applicant’s voluntary service. Recommendation letters from family members will not be accepted without prior consent from the Selection Committee.

4. A signed statement from the applicant attesting to the truth and integrity of all application materials.
