
 
 

The following is a list of recommendations that will help your visit to be a positive, comfortable 
experience.  Following these procedures will help you to make a good impression while you are 
visiting.  Please read them carefully and save them until your shadow day! 
  
1.  From Route 450 (heading West) turn right onto 57th Avenue.  (If you are headed East on 

route 450 coming from DC, turn left on 57th Ave.)  Proceed down 57th Avenue and make 
a RIGHT at the THIRD stop sign (Emerson Street).  Make your first right into our front 
driveway, keeping to your right as you enter.  Make your first left down the main drop-
off lane near the statue of Mother Seton.  You may drop off your daughter at the main 
entrance door by the statue.  DO NOT DROP OFF STUDENTS AT THE ENTRANCE BY 
THE FLAGPOLE. 

 
2. Please arrive by 9:00 a.m.  Please do not arrive excessively early, or you will be caught 

in the morning drop-off traffic.  Class starts at 9:15 a.m. for visitors. 
 
3. Students should dress nicely.  The middle school uniform is fine. Otherwise, clothing 

must be appropriate—no jeans, shorts, etc.  Comfortable shoes are recommended. 
 
4. Visitors will be provided a lunch choice of a sub, salad, pizza, or other entree.  Bring a 

small amount of money to purchase a drink or any side items.  If you have a special 
dietary issue, feel free to bring your own lunch.   

 
5. A visitor may want to bring a notebook or book in case her hostess is having a quiz 

during part of a class.  
 
6. Students must be picked up at 1:45 p.m.  Return to the same pick-up lane near the 

statue of Mother Seton where drop-off occurred. 
 
7. If the student cannot attend at the last minute due to a serious illness or other 

emergency, please contact the Main Office secretary at (301) 864-4532.  The office opens 
at 6:30 a.m. daily.   

 
8. Seton follows the cancellations of Prince George's County public schools.  If for any 

reason the county cancels school on the day of your visit, you should call us the 
following day to reschedule.  If school opens 2 hours late, you may still visit.  Arrive by 
10:40 a.m. and plan to be picked up at 2:00 p.m.   If school is dismissed early for Prince 
George's County, please arrive early to pick up your daughter.
